In collaboration with Flagler College, Florida, JMU American Studies and TEFL
Methodology are offering students a two-day intensive WueGlobal workshop on
(anti)racism and education, which will encourage participants to not just start a personal
process of unlearning biases, but also deepen their knowledge of current debates and
approaches to tackling racism in education.

A diversity of speakers from Flagler College, JIMU, and beyond will provide transatlantic
perspectives. Topics to be covered include a theoretical synopsis of racism and its
continuities, discussions of "critical race theory," methods of anti-bias (teacher) training,
and community activism as a form of anti-racist education.

We imagine the workshop to be of particular interest to “Lehramt” students and students with an
American Studies focus. However, we hope that students and colleagues from a wide variety of
backgrounds will participate.
